FROM THE VICAR’S DESK

Dear Loved ones in Christ,

Greetings in the precious name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.
One more month has gone by. Let us praise and thank God for his divine
care and protection given to us in the previous month. In this month, the
holy days are special days as Youth Day, Asha Bhavan Day, Senior
Citizen Day and Reformation day. May the God strengthen us to come
together and worship together in these holy weeks.

The second week of this month will be the day for the people of
differently abled. We use to call all those who cannot function normally
as physically and mentally retarded. Now knowing them and their
potential, we address them as physically and mentally challenged and
even as special people. These people have abilities, which normal people
do not have. Asha Bhavan day is being dedicated to mentally and
physically challenged persons; let us look into the word of God and
understand some of its’ emphasis towards those people who are
differently abled. Sometimes people may ask the question; why has God
created them with such disability to suffer? But despite of all these
questions, we need to understand and realize the fact that people are born
with disabilities of various kinds. We as Christians need to recognize
their other abilities and work for their development.

In connection with this subject, I would like to highlight two events from
the Bible.

The first event is from the book of 2™ Samuel: 9:1-13, here, we see that
the King David is asking people to show him any of the Saul’s people
need king’s support for the sake of Jonathan. They have mentioned the
son of Jonathan who is crippled. When he came, David said do not be
afraid, for 1 will show you kindness for the sake of your father
Johnathan. I will restore you all the land that belongs to your grandfather
Saul, and you will eat always at my table. Afterwards we saw how
Mephibosheth, son of Jonathan sat at the table as one of the children of
David. The love and care King David showed to Mephibosheth is
remarkable.

The second event is from the book of Acts 3:1-10, here we see how Peter
and John healed the crippled. The crippled man has been begging there
for a long time. This crippled man asked John and Peter for money.
Peter and John replied saying that there have no Silver and Gold but ask
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the crippled man to rise up and walk in the name of Jesus Christ. Here
we can see the concern of Peter and John towards the crippled man.

There are several millions of physical and mentally challenged people
around the world. There are also people who work among them and
show their compassion towards them. There are people who discovered
great talents in such people. Once, I met a person, who lost his both
hands few years ago and he says he was thankful to God that rest of the
body is still alive and he can still make wonders even though he has no
hands. He did everything with his legs including writing, bathing and
even dressing up himself. How wonderful it is to see the way God
equips people with several talents. We are living in a world of grumbling
and greed, which never satisfy with what we have !

Instead of giving money to the beggars, Peter and John healed them and
make them whole so that they can depend on themselves. Our Lord Jesus
Christ while healing the people told the disciples that he has compassion
over people. We need more and more churches to involve the society to
show the compassion of Jesus Christ to people particularly physically
and mentally challenged. It not just enough to doll out money for
institutions and other people to involve in such works, we need to
involve personally in extending our service to people.

Today, if we have someone in the family with disabilities; physically or
mentally challenged, we feel embarrassed to take them out or to
acknowledge them as part of the family. Many such people are meted out
with inhuman treatment and are many considered as less than humans.
Hence, we have to bring transformation in the lives of physically and
mentally challenged people by accepting them and treating them with
dignity and respect. They are people made in the image of God and they
have special talents and they deserve our empathy and solidarity. May
god help us to be His cannels of grace to these people.
