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FROM THE VICAR’S DESK 
Beloved Ones in Christ, 
Greetings in the precious name of the risen and living Lord Jesus Christ.  
By God’s mercy one more month has gone by. Let us thank God for His 
gifts and blessings given to us in the previous month. By God’s grace our 
Annual General Body meeting was conducted properly, greetings to the 
newly appointed Church committee. And also express my thanks to the 
committee members who served the Church in the previous year. 
 
Last week I visited Holy Land along with ten members from our Parish, 
which was a blessed experience; I heart fully thank God for that 
opportunity.  Now we are reaching to the last days of the lent season, 
especially we are going to enter into the Passion Week. 
 
According to the Christian Calendar day, Hosanna is one of the important 
days after Christmas and Easter. The day of Hosanna commemorate the 
triumphal entry of Jesus into the City of Jerusalem. In connection with this 
subject, I would like to share a few thoughts. 
 
The celebration of Palm Sunday originated in the Jerusalem Church around 
late 4th century. Early days of this celebration consisted of prayers, Hymns 
and special processions were conducted and the clergy of the Church 
would read the Gospel readings concerning the entry of Jesus in the 
Jerusalem.  By the 5th century Palm Sunday celebration had spread as far as 
Constantinople.  In the 8th century the celebration received the name Palm 
Sunday. 
 
Palm Sunday commemorates the triumphal entry of Jesus into Jerusalem to 
celebrate the festival of Passover. The Gospels recorded  the  arrival of 
Jesus riding in to the city on a donkey, while the crowds spread their cloaks 
and palm branches on the street and shouted “Hosanna to the son of David” 
and “Blessed is who comes in the name of the Lord” to honour him as their 
long – awaited messiah and  king. The significance of Jesus riding on a 
donkey and having his way paved with palm branches is a fulfillment of 
prophecy  spoken by Zachariah (Zachariah 9:9).In those days Donkey was 
a symbol of peace, who rode up on the donkey proclaimed peaceful 
intentions. The laying of palm branches indicated the King and dignitary 
was arriving in victory. Palm Sunday is an occasion for reflecting on the 
final week of Jesus life. It is a time for Christians to prepare their hearts for 
the agony of his passion and joy of his resurrection. 
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In our present world the people are craving for love, justice, peace and 
other human values. Our News papers and other Medias always exhibit and 
present to us a world hungering and thirsting for equality. This was the 
same situation in Jerusalem when Jesus entered in to the city riding on an 
ass about more than 2000 years ago. Though Jerusalem means      “a city of 
peace”, it was really a peace less city and the people who greeted Jesus 
really wanted freedom, and peace from the tyranny of Roman Empire. The 
Palm Sunday reflects the plight of the people in Jerusalem and this is the 
same even in the world today.  Here also share two more thoughts 
 
1. Recognize Jesus as the king of God’s people  
 
Even if we reject God, we remain unfaithful to Him and we refrain from 
him; God still wants us, wants to come and stay with us and remains 
faithful to us. Christ birth in this world and lived in the midst of people is 
an example for that. In the book of Zechariah Chapter 9:9,  the prophet 
foreseeing our Lord’s entering the Holy City, called upon its people to 
rejoice greatly and to shout because her long expected King was coming. 
He foretells that this King is Just and will have salvation. God can neither 
forget nor forsake His own people because of the faithfulness to the 
promise given to Abraham.  In the final entry of earth by Jesus into the city 
of Jerusalem people recognize Jesus as their political Messiah and King 
whereas in the second coming of our Lord Jesus into this world, we should 
recognize Him as the King of justice and peace. 
 
2. Receive Jesus as the King of Glory 
 
We honor God because He is the owner of the whole world. God is the 
king of Glory and power. As God’s people, we should be the seekers of 
God’s glory. In His journey towards Jerusalem people glorify Jesus by 
paved cloaks and palm leaves on the way. In psalm 24:7 says “lift up your 
heads, O gates! And be lifted up, O ancient doors that the king of glory 
may come in”. Let the doors of our heart lifted up so the Jesus the king of 
glory can come in. In these last days of Lenten season especially the days 
of Christ passion Jesus is knocking at the door of our heart and let Him 
come in as the ruler of our life and king of God’s glory. May the God bless 
us abundantly.
