Let us 
praise and thank God almighty for His mercy and grace showered upon us in the 
previous month. Now, we entered into the last month of the year 2016. How 
wonderfully the God, our Father cared and protected us throughout the year. Let 
us adore and worship him with thankful heart. During this month we have 
Christmas Carol Service, Carol Rounds, VBS, Teenage Camp, Christmas Service 
and Watch Night service. May the God bless all these special services. The first 
Friday of this month is the Bible Day. So I would like to share a few thoughts 
about Holy Bible.                                                                                                                      
The Bible is a light in darkness. It is a mariner’s compass to guide our paths in a 
confused world. A very important aspect of Christian faith is, all scripture is word 
of God.  The word of God is the foundation of Christianity. The Bible enables the 
followers of Christ and the members of the Church to hear God   by 
comprehending the revelation of God. 
 
Formation of the Bible. The formation of the Bible has a long history. The Bible 
has written in a time span of 1500 years by more than 40 authors, who lived at 
different times in the history of the people of God. So the Bible is a collection of 
books, hence is a library in itself. The final shape is because of the canonization 
which means acceptance of that list of books that are inspired by the Holy Spirit 
of God as revealed truth for strengthening our faith and life. To begin with there 
were oral traditions about the relationship of our ancestors with God and God’s 
intervention in their life and history. Writing only began later. 
The Holy Bible is mainly divided into two sections as Old Testament and New 
Testament. In the Old Testament there are 39 books and in New Testament there 
are 27 books.  
 
Old Testament: The Old Testament book is also known as the Hebrew Bible. 
There are three divisions in the Old Testament. The first division of the Hebrew 
bible is called ‘The Torah’, that is the law, which formed the first five book of the 
Pentateuch that is Genesis to Deuteronomy. This Torah was also called the Law of 
Moses. 
The second division of Hebrew’s scripture is called the Naviim that is the 
prophetic books. The prophetic books mainly divided in to two sections. The first 
section known as former prophets which were the books from Joshua, Judges,1st 
& 2nd Samuel and 1st&2nd Kings. The second section is known as the books of 
Later Prophets. This section is divided into two branches, the Major Prophets 
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such as Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel and the Minor Prophets from Hosea to 
Malachi. 
The third division of the Hebrew Bible is the “Ketubiin’’ the writings. In the usual 
order of the Hebrew Bible, the writings consist of Psalms, Proverbs, Job, Ruth, 
Song of Songs, Ecclesiastes, Lamentations, Esther, Daniel, Ezra, Nehemiah and 
Chronicles 1&2. 
 
New Testament: Second major division of the Bible is known as New Testament. 
It was written in the Greek language beginning about 20 years after Christ’s death.  
Christ last commandment to his people was that they should be his witness to the 
whole world (Acts.1:8), There for starting on the day of Pentecost, the disciples 
began to tell others about Christ’s life and teaching. For the first 20 years after 
Christ’s death, the disciples or apostles taught mainly by word of mouth. But as 
the apostles got older, it became apparent that a written record of their teaching 
would be needed in order to ensure it accurate transmission down through the 
future generations, therefore, some apostle and close associates began to write 
down an account of Christ’s life. 
In addition to writing an account of Christ’s life, it also became necessary for the 
apostles to write down a fully explanation of the reason for Christ’s coming to the 
earth and to correct some errors and faults teachings that began to arise in the new 
churches so they began to write letters to the new churches that they had 
established. The entire New Testament was completed between 50AD &100AD. 
The New Testament was classified into Gospels, Acts of Apostles, letters to the 
churches, to the individuals and personal letters and the book of Revelation. 
The gospels primarily present the life of ministry of Jesus; nevertheless in doing 
so they intended to strengthen the faith of church in the midst of persecution and 
suffering by the Roman Empire. The church nurtured by apostle Paul and other 
apostles through the epistles to address the theological social, cultural and 
administrative concerns in the newly planted churches. The book of revelation is 
written in the form of apocalyptic literature, a different genre, symbolical   
language. The historical contest of this book was the persecution under Roman 
Empire Domitian. The purpose of this book encouraged the church in the midst of 
persecution and sustains their faith.   
May the God help us to understand the depth, meaning and purpose of the word of
