The basic text for the harvest festival is
Deuteronomy 26: 1-11. This Scripture portion is an ancient faith declaration
of the Jewish community.

December, 2015 at St. Thomas CSI Church, Nedungadappally.
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you harvest from your land that the Lord your god is giving you, and you shall
put it in a basket, and you shall go to the place that your Lord your God will
choose, to make His name to dwell there. The first ceremony was to take place
in the Promised Land, after the conquest and when the Israelites had begun to
live in the land and be supported by its produce.

The offering of the first fruit would be a new religious institution in Israel.
Before taking possession of the land they were not an agricultural people and
therefore had no harvest Festival. Israel was for God’s redeemed people,
redeemed by the blood and the power of God. That redemption was an act of
God’s sovereign ways. Now they entered into the Promised Land and took
possession of the land. Harvest Festival was the celebration of God’s
provision in the land where for 40 years they had eaten Manna, the food of the
wilderness journey. It was the time to celebrate the promise of God’s
abundant harvest in the land of provision. The first fruits in the basket
symbolize the whole which they had brought with them and represent the
harvest yet in the field. God still claims the first fruits of everything.

Harvest festival, response to God’s Faithfulness:

The declaration by the worshipper in Duet: 26. 5-9 was a testimony that he
had entered into the Promised Land and the basket he carried symbolized the
blessing of the new land and new life God had given to him. “A wandering
Aramean was my father and he went down in to Egypt and Sojourned there,
few in number, and there he became a nation, great, mighty and
populous”(V.5). It was a testimony to the faithfulness of Lord God and the
faithfulness of His provision in the land. Here the people of Israel confessed
that their presence in the Promised Land was the result of God’s Grace. Moses
encourages the people to remember their story with its meaning. So the people
of God gathered there with a thanks giving heart to offer their thanks to God.
Then they celebrated the feast of first fruits during every year. It was a time of
great rejoicing. God the heavenly father had given his son for our redemption
as a first fruit. Through His son we entered into the inheritance of His
Salvation.

Festival of first fruits is a time for thanksgiving. How wonderfully did the
mighty God look after and care for us in the previous year? We ate good food,
wore beautiful clothes, dwelt in good houses, we got assistance in our work
and in our life. Let us acknowledge that what we own belongs to God. Let us
share a part of it in the Harvest for the glory of God.
