FROM THE VICAR’S DESK

Dear loved ones in Christ,

appropriately. I express thanks to our children, leaders and volunteers who
participated the programme.

According to the Church Calendar, the theme in the 4" week of this month is
Christian Marriage. The family life begins through the holy marriage. Marriage
is appointed and establish by God. Marriage is a lifelong covenant relationship
between man and woman. God’s creation is creative, unique and beautiful. God
has a greater plan in marriage, of continuity in His creation with human
partnership. After the creation of Adam and Eve, God blessed them and said:
“Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it and have dominion
over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over every living
thing that moves on the earth”. (Genesis.1:28).Through this we can understand
that God recognized a human participation in the continuous creation act.
Marriage is socially accepted and approved union between man and woman.
The partners commit one another with the expectation of a stable and legitimate
relationship between one another. Marriage connects the families together.
Family is the fundamental unit of social structure. The family unit has specific
functions with relation to its members and to the total society. In Mark. 10:6-9
Jesus said, “But from the beginning of creation, God made them male and
female. Therefore a man shall leave his father and mother and hold fast to his
wife and the two shall become one flesh. So they are no longer two but one
flesh. What therefore God has joined together, let not man separate”. Now-a-
days the marriage relationship is decaying. The divorce rate is increasing in
Christian communities. The holiness and stability of Christian marriage has
been challenged. I would like to share a few thoughts about Christian marriage.

1. Married life, a Committed Partnership.

God’s creation was fulfilled successfully only after creation of the man’s
partner. God did not create woman from the dust like man. But He took a bone
and flesh from man. In so doing God illustrated for us that a man and woman
symbolically became one flesh. This is a mystical union of the couples hearts
and lives. Throughout the Bible, the family relationship between husband and
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wife are treated seriously with purity. The main aim in marriage is not to
maintain friendly relationship between two partners. But the oneness must be
maintained in thought and action. Also both husband and wife are called to
submit to each other. In Ephesians. 5:24-27, Apostle Paul says. “Now as the
church submits to Christ so also wives should submit in everything to their
husbands. Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and gave
himself up for her, that He might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the
washing of water with the word, so that he might present the church to himself
in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, that she might be holy
and without blemish”. Here Paul reminds that the husband and wife should
commit each other as Christ and Church. This is possible only when they
submit themselves to Christ.

2. Married life is a Co- operative Effort.

God creates man and woman to love Him, serve Him and honour Him. God
gives the lives to human kind. So also man shall give life to the woman and
woman shall give life to the world. In married life there is no space for thinking
one as superior. The mutual submission preserves order and harmony in the
family life. According to the bible the man is the spiritual head of the family.
This will never claim an authority to the leadership. The real spiritual leadership
involves service, just as Christ served his disciples by washing their feet. So the
husband is to serve his wife. A Christ honoring husband will not take advantage
of his leadership role, as a dictator and a wise and Christ honoring wife will not
try to reject her husband’s leadership. Both will serve together co-operatively
for the betterment of family and existing society.

The marriage has been made for mutual love and care for one another. Every
day when we get up from the bed and see a new day we have to realize that God
has added one more day in our life and gifted the day. Therefore a Christian
family must glorify the Lord with thanks giving every day and honour him.
