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FROM THE VICAR’S DESK 
 
Beloved ones in Christ,

Without God fearing children, there will be no future 
for the Church.  
 
Children are the gift of God. 
 
The children or offspring were highly valued by Israelites as gracious gift 
of God. Psalm 127:3 says that behold children are a heritage from the 
Lord, the fruit of the worm a reward. Having large number of Children 
was considered as a divine blessing and the multiplication of descendents 
was part of God’s promise to Israel’s ancestors. The Lord has ordained the 
human activities of begetting, conceiving and bearing. The scripture 
insists that it is not human but the divine agency that opens the womb. So 
children are not our achievements but God’s valuable gift. 

 
God values children.  
 
Children are the gift of God in His sheer grace and not because of our 
ability. Whether we call them our children or children of any body, the 
children are a responsibility of the adults, in terms of perpetuating the 
Kingdom generation after generation. We need to remember that children 
would never live in isolation. In Mathew 18: 2, 3 And calling to Him a 
child, he put him in the midst of them and said ‘truly I say to you unless 
you turn and become like children, you will never enter the Kingdom of 
heaven’. Here Jesus accepted children as models of the kingdom of God. 
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Even one such child should not perish that is the commandment of Jesus 
Christ (Mathew 18:14). When we look around we can see perishing 
children in the dustbin, running gutters, on the basins of labour room and 
so on. If we bring children to Jesus first, He makes them the best. 
Children are much closer to God and they are the inheritors of the 
Kingdom of God. 
 
God Speak through children 
 
In the 1st book of Samuel Chapter 3, there is a small boy whose name was 
Samuel. Here the scripture says that God speaks to the boy Samuel three 
times in one night but Samuel thought it was the priest calling him. After 
the third time, Eli understood that God was trying to speak to Samuel, he 
said to Samuel Go, lie down if He calls again say speak Lord for your 
servant hears. Here we see that Samuel listens to the voice of God. God 
speaks to the people of Israel through Samuel. Why God selected one boy 
to speak for Israel God only knows, but we find that because of sin the 
communication between God and the people of Israel was cut off. If God 
is not answering our prayers, if He is not speaking to us, see children and 
find out whether God speaks to us through them. 
 
God blesses children. 
 
In Mark 10:16, Then he took the children in his arms, placed his hands on 
each one of them and blessed them. Here the parents of the children were 
bringing their babies to Jesus in order to be blessed by Jesus Christ. But 
the disciples rebuked them and tried to keep them from going to Jesus. 
They probably thought that the children were unimportant. But Jesus 
called and welcomed the children because the Kingdom of God belongs to 
them. Then Jesus placed His Holy hands on them and blessed them.  
Children are not only the gift but also the blessing of the Lord Almighty.  
In God’s kingdom every child is an important entity. Bring your children 
to Jesus through Sunday School and Vacation Bible School. May God 
give us the minds and hearts to see the value of children; and also enable 
us to understand children and help them to grow spiritually.
