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FROM THE VICAR’S DESK

Beloved ones in Christ,

and Grace given us in the previous month. After the summer vacation, our
families are coming back. After the two months vacation our children are
going to their schools. Let us pray for our children and their schools.
According to the Church Calendar, the month of September is a special
month. The four holy weeks in this month are special. Education day, Mission
day, Choir day and Senior Citizen day are the special days in this month. I
would like to share few thoughts about senior citizen day in the parish
messenger.

In human life, there are five stages of ageing. They are infant, childhood,

Adolescence, Youth and Old age. Old age is an important stage in the life of a
person. When we analyze the history of the world, we can understand that
majority of the famous world leaders reached fame at their old age. At present,
most of the leaders in social, religious, political, science and technological
areas are in their 50s or 60s.
Old age is a common fact and reality in human life. But today most of them
are living in solitude, without care and concern from others is the reality.
Years back, in the joint family system, children, parents and grandparents
were living together; there they have authority and acceptance. But now, it is
difficult to find joint families in modern societies. Now, many nuclear families
ignore the care and attention towards the aged.

According to the Word of God, long life is a gift of God. When we look
into the history of Israel, the God the Lord has blessed the Patriarchal fathers,
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; they died at the ripe old age. In Isaiah 38:5, God
extends the life of King Hezekiah for 15 more years. Those who get long life
have more duties and responsibilities. So old parents are blessed; God gave
them more chances to contribute to the family, Church, society and nation.

‘Respect the aged ‘is God’s commandment. The 5™ commandment, God
the Lord said, “respect your father and mother, so that you may live a long
time in the land that [ am giving you” (Exodus 20: 12). Old parents should be
respected by children and youngsters. Respect the aged brings blessings to the
family and society. Genesis 47:12 shows that Joseph respect his father’s age
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and took care of him by providing his daily needs. Elder people should get
proper acceptance. Jacob, the Patriarchal father was 130 years old when he
came to Egypt. His son Joseph, who was a high official in Egypt, accepted to
have the aged father with him.

The aged have lot of experiences, knowledge and wisdom. In Job12:12,
Job said that old men have wisdom, old men have insight. So they can share
and contribute a lot to the younger generations. In Joshua 23, we come across
Joshua an experienced leader who came after Moses, sharing his rich
experience of leadership with the people of God. Long experience of life
teaches us many truths. Experience is the best teacher. Therefore, despising
the aged brings lot of harm to the younger generations, so the present
generation should pay attention to what the experienced and the aged have to
share with them for the benefit of future generation.

Church should have a special care and responsibility to the aged. Church
shall attempt to teach the members, the need to care for the aged and treat
them as respectable members of the family. The Apostolic Church in the New
Testament period appointed the elderly people in different positions. In Titus
15, St. Paul said, I left you in Crete, So that you could put in order the things
that still needed doing and appoint Church elders in every town. The Senior
Citizen Day is an example of the attitude of the Church towards the aged.
During this time let us try to understand the value and glory of the elders. Let
us treat the elders in the family with dignity and care.

May the God strengthen our elders and help us to care and share with them.
