In Isaiah 9:1b,” In the former time he brought in to contempt the
land of Zebulon and the land of Naphtali, but in later time he will make
the glorious the way of the sea, the land beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the
nations “. In former days God had contempt on his people, but now
revealed his glory to them. God resolved to change the contempt in to
glory. Contempt to glory is the greatest message ever told. In God’s
divine agenda the ordinary place and the person secure great significant.
Bethlehem the little town of Judah brought forth the ruler for Israel
(Micah 5:2). The humble Mary was eligible to gain the favour of God to
become the mother of Saviour (Luke 1:41). Christ is the only baby, the
world has ever known who did not have human father.
