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FROM THE VICAR’S DESK 

 

 

Beloved Ones in Christ, 

 

 

 I greet all of you in the most precious name of our Lord and 

Redeemer Jesus Christ. Let us praise and thank almighty for His 

providence and protection given to during the previous month.  

         Month of March is an important month for our children. 

During this month final examinations and board examinations are 

going on. Let us pray for our children who are writing their 

examinations. May God bless them with good results. 

        The Lenten Season of the church started from Ash 

Wednesday. It is a season to prepare oneself spiritually for a life 

walked in Jesus’ footsteps in spite of the suffering one faces. This 

is the time to repentance that includes assembly of people, fasting, 

lamentation and confession of sin to secure God’s forgiveness, to 

strengthen our relationship with God and Man. The importance of 

this season is that “the real and meaningful repentance”.  

        Repentance is a Biblical term; we can see a lot of references in 

Old Testament and New Testament about repentance. The most  

important aspect of Old testament  Repentance is contained  in the 

Hebrew word,’Shub’ which express the idea of turning back, 

retracing one’s steps in order to return to right ways.  The Old 

Testament Prophets called the people for repentance. The call for 

repentance of man is a call for return to his creaturely and 

covenantal repentance on God. 

        In the New Testament the word translated ‘repent ‘is 

Metanoein. It means that to change one’s mind, to regret or feel 

remorse. This usage is much more influenced by the Old Testament  

‘Shub’ repentance is not just as a feeling sorry or changing one’s  

mind but a turning round, a complete, alteration of the basic 

motivation and direction of one’s life. 
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          During this Lenten season, real and meaningful repentance 

should be occurred in our life. Here I would like to suggest three 

steps for real repentance. 

1. Consciousness’ of Sin. 

          Sin is the ultimate cause of human fall and curse. Sin, which 

is an opposition to God’s benevolent purposes for His creation. Sin 

is the deliberate act of defiance against God. When we look in to 

the life of David, the second king of Israel, we can see that he did a 

deliberate act of sin against God (2 Samuel: 11). God sent His 

prophet Nathan to the King David.  Through a parable prophet 

taught him, how greedy and cruel he was. In 2 Samuel 12:13, “I 

have sin against the Lord “, David said.  Here King David 

acknowledges and realized his sin. This verse is an expression of 

the consciousness of sin. This consciousness led him to write Psalm 

51. In Psalms 51:3 David said, “I recognize my fault, I am always 

conscious of my sins”. The lost son in Luke chapter 15, also 

recognizes his sins. His desperate state of mind brought him to 

repent. In Luke 15 : 18b, the younger son said, “Father I was 

sinned against God and against you”. Without realization of sin we 

cannot have a real repentance.  

2. Confession of Sin.  

         In John 1:9, “But if we confess our sin before God, He will 

forgive us our sins and purify us from all our doing things”. If we 

confess our sins, God will forgive our sins, this is the promises of 

God. King David confesses his sin to God. He said, “Remove my 

sin, and I will be clean, wash me and I will be whiter than snow.  

(Ps: 51:7)The lost son confesses his sin before his father. In the 

book of Jonah Chapter 3, the King of Nineveh ordered his people 

to confess their sins to God . God accept their confession and did 

not punish them as he had said he would. 

3. Conclusion of Sin. 

         In Jonah 3:8b”Every one must pray earnestly to God and 

must give up his wicked behavior and  his evil actions”. Here King 

of Nineveh encourages the people of Nineveh to give up their sins. 

The realization and confession of sin lead us to a step of conclusion 

of the sins. In Proverbs 28:13, Solomon the great said, “You will 

never succeed in life, if you try to hide your sins. Confess them and 
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give them up; then God will show mercy to you”. God is ready to 

give us his mercy and forgiveness. 

           Now we are going through the season of Lent. Lenten 

season is a season for true repentance. If we go through the 

experience of consciousness of sin, confession of sin and 

conclusion of sin (bye bye from sin), we can say that Lent is more 

effective in our life. Can you say bye bye…  from your sin during 

this Lenten season ? 

          Our Saviour Jesus invites to look at Him more clearly and 

love him more dearly and follow Him more closely. The season of 

Lent is a call for “round about turn”. 

May God help you to give up the sins and give a meaningful 

Lenten season in your life.
