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FROM THE VICAR’S DESK 

 

Dear loved ones in Christ, 
 
Greetings to you all in the name of our Savior and the living 
risen Jesus Christ. Let us give thanks and praise God for all 
His blessings, given to us during the previous month. Let us 
praise the God for guiding us for the last 36 years as a 
congregation in the wilderness. Abu Dhabi C S I Malayalam 
Parish was inaugurated on 19th April 1979. Let us pray for 
our Church and all the members of the Church. Once again 
we have entered into a summer season.  Let us pray to God 
to keep us in the shadow of His cloud. 
          
Christians all over the world remember every event in Jesus’ 
life and mission. Last month we remembered the Crucifixion 
and Resurrection of Jesus Christ. Another important event is 
the Ascension of the Risen Christ. This year Christian 
community remembers Christ’s ascension on 29th May. So I 
would like to write a few small thoughts about the ascension 
of our Savior Jesus.  
 
What is Ascension? Ascension is the departure of the 
resurrected Christ in to Heaven after His final appearance to 
His disciples. Ascension occurred after the 40th day. The 
Ascension plays an important role in faith formulation of the 
Christians. It is described clearly in the book of Acts (Acts 
1:2-11). The book of Acts is known as the fifth of Gospel. 
Acts opens with the risen Lord giving commandments to His 
disciples through the spirit.  Actually the resurrection itself is 
the strongest witness to the reality of the Ascension. Jesus 
was with the disciples for a period of 40 days after 
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resurrection. His presence and ministry for the 40 days 
before Ascension proved that He was risen from the dead. 
 
 
The Expectation of the Ascension. 
 
Jesus having lived with the father from the dateless past, 
then dwelt among man and He longed to be back again in 
the bosom of His father. Jesus’ public ministry was held for a 
short period but very early, He anticipated His Ascension. 
Many of His sayings breathe of the air of expectancy. In John 
6:62 Jesus said, “suppose then, that you should see the son 
of man go back up to the place where he was before”. Here 
He predicted that His disciples would witness His departure 
to Heaven.  With all authority He could pronounce, “I go unto 
my father” (John 14: 12). In John 7:33 Jesus said, “I shall be 
with you a little while longer, and then I shall go away to Him 
who sent me”. He was only to be a little while with His own, 
then go back to the one that sent Him. Jesus stated many 
anticipatory statements about His Ascension but His 
disciples forgot everything, so He spent forty days with them 
to convince them of the prediction of His Ascension. 
 
The Event of the Ascension 
 
It is somewhat surprising what little stress there is, on the 
fact on Ascension in the Gospel. The Ascension event 
happened at the mount Olives - (Acts 1:12), a place so 
prominent in Christ’s life. It was the place of His prayer and 
devotion in the solitude - Luke 21:37), but yet is the seat of 
His sovereignty. Here, it is the scene of His Ascension Glory. 
The Ascension event was the climax of the Resurrection 
event. In other words, the event of Ascension indicates a 
definite closure of the earthly ministry of Jesus. And also the 
coming the kingdom of God is linked up with the Ascension 
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events. Acts 1:9-11 explains the event of Ascension. In Acts 
1:9, “After saying this He was taken up to Heaven as they 
watched Him, and a cloud hid Him from their sight”. This 
narration is closely related to the Old Testament concept of 
the coming Lord. Moreover, the ascension of Enoch in 
Genesis 5:24 and Elijah in 2 King 2:11, were linked with this 
event. This is indeed an event, which explains the 
transmission of power and authority to the Kingdom of God.  
 
The Exaltation of the Ascension 
 
As Jesus ascended to His father, He was highly exalted to a 
position above all exaltation, Philippians (2:9). In Calvary we 
see the son of righteousness in the eclipse, but as a result of 
Ascension He shines in full glory. Christ was first humiliated 
and then exalted. We must enter in Glory as He did. If we 
suffer, we shall reign with Him (2 Timothy 2:12), first the 
cross then the crown.  Through Ascension Jesus was exalted 
as the Lord, all power became His over angles and men, to 
Him every knee is to bow (Mathew 28:18). Jesus was exalted 
to be a prince (Revelation 1:5). He was exalted in order to 
become a savior and mediator to save sinners. Christ’s 
exaltation was our exaltation and our responsibility is to exalt 
Him in our lives. We must exalt Him in our ways making Him 
renowned among others. We must exalt His truth against 
error and His liberty against bondage. 
 
May God help you to experience and live with ascended 
Christ.
