Warm greetings in the precious name of our Redeemer and Saviour Jesus Christ, 

One more month has gone. Let us praise and thank God almighty for His care, comfort and protection 

given to us in the previous month. We are going to celebrate the Harvest Festival during this month.  

Festivals are closer with human life in all generations.  Festivals are the reviving events in all religions.  I 

would like to share a few thoughts based on the festivals in the Bible. When we look in to the Old 

Testament, the people of Israel celebrated seven feasts. 

1,The feast of Unleavened Bread or Passover. 

 This feast was established to commemorate the historical deliverance from Egypt. It was one of 

the major annual festivals and was observed on the 14
th
 day of the first month as per Hebrew Calendar 

(Exodus :23
: 
15). For seven days, unleavened bread was eaten and no servile work done. The first and the 

last days being holy convocations, sacrifices were offered in the holy temple. 

 

2,The feast of Weeks or the feast  of  Harvest. 

 The feast of harvest is also called the feast of Pentecost and the day of first fruits. (Exo:23:16, 

34:22 ).   It was celebrated on the 50
th
 day from the Sabbath, beginning the Passover. It was marked by a 

holy convocation and the offering of sacrifices. 

3,The   feast  of Tabernacles. 

  This festival called this name because; during the season of this festival the people of Israel 

should dwell in Booths or Tents.  It is also called feast of ingathering. It is lasted for seven days, the first 

and last days were being holy convocations. Fruit was gathered in and people dwelt in booths made of 

branches and boughs of trees. (Leviticus :23:39-43) 

4,Feast of  Sabbath. 

 This is regarded as a feast in Leviticus :23 :2-3, it was marked by a solemn assembly and 

cessation from all labour. It was also a day of joy.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                             

5,The feast of Blowing Trumpets. 

 In Leviticus:23:24  “Speak to the people of Israel, saying, in the seventh month, on the first day 

of the month, you shall observe a day of solemn rest, a memorial proclaimed with blast of trumpets, a 



holy convocation”. It is called a memorial of blowing trumpets and a Sabbath. Sacrifices were offered and 

hard labour ceased. (Numbers :29:1) 

6,The day of Atonement. 

  It was observed on the tenth day of the seventh month and was a day of holy convocation in 

which souls were affected an atonement made for Sin. It was observed but once in the year. (Leviticus 

:23:26-31) 

7,The feast Purim. 

 This festival established by Mordecai in the time of Ahasuerus to commemorate the remarkable 

deliverance from the intrigues of Haman. This was a day of feasting and gladness (Esther: 9). It was 

celebrated in the 14
th
 and 15

th
 day of the month of Adar. 

 The feast of Passover, feast of Harvest and feast of Tabernacles are the major festivals in the Old 

Testament. 

  We are going to celebrate Harvest festival on 13
th
 of this month. What is harvest festival? In 

Psalm: 24: 1,” The earth is the LORD’s and the fullness there of; the world and those who dwell therein,” 

Everything in the world belongs to the God. Without the mercy of God, we are nothing. Harvest festival 

is a celebration of the food grown in the land. Thanking ceremonies and celebrations for a successful 

harvest are both worldwide and very ancient. We celebrate this day by worshipping, singing, praying and 

decorating churches with baskets of fruits and food in a festival known as Harvest Festival. 

To glorify God with your first fruits. 

  Proverbs:3:9 says “Honour the LORD with your wealth and with the first fruits of all your 

produce” ;God has given us fertile land and blessed  the land with all the cultivation. We are the 

consumers of the first quality food crops and vegetables which produced in different parts of the world 

even though we are living in a land of desert. Let us honour God by cooking food, offering auction items 

and giving the tithe on the day of harvest festival. I request your prayerful presence and full swing 

participation.
