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FROM THE VICAR’S DESK  
Dear Loved One’s in Christ, 
Greetings in the precious name of Risen Lord Jesus Christ. Let us 
praise God with thankful heart for His Grace and Blessings 
showered upon us in the last month. Month of March is the month 
for our children‘s examination. Let us remember all our children 
those who are writing their annual examination, in our prayers. 
Now we are going through the season of Lent. This is the 
remembrance of the Passion and Death of Jesus Christ on the cross. 
The culmination of the Lenten season is the resurrection of the Lord 
or the day of Easter. Easter is the commemoration of Christ 
victorious resurrection.  In 1 Corinthians: 15: 14, “St. Paul says 
“And if Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and 
your faith is in vain”. There is no doubt that Christ’s resurrection is 
an important fact in our faith.  
The Christian idea of resurrection is to be distinguished among 
Greek and Jewish ideas. The Greek thought of the body as hindrance 
to true life and they looked for the time when soul would be free 
from its shackles. They conceived the life after death in terms of the 
immortality of the soul but they firmly rejected the ideas of 
resurrection. The Jews were firmly persuaded the values of the body 
and thought, these would not be lost. They thus looked for the body 
to be raised. But they think, it would be exactly the same body. The 
Christian thought of the body as being raised but also transformed so 
as to be a suitable for the coming Kingdom                 (1st Cori. 15: 
42). 
Christians all over the world celebrate Easter to commemorate the 
greatest event, the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  The resurrection of 
Jesus Christ for the dead is the foundation upon which the church 
has been built up. It is a miraculous act done by the mighty hands of 
the God. One of the ‘I am sayings ‘of Jesus that, “I am the life and 
resurrection” has been approved by His resurrection on the third day. 
The death and burial of Jesus Christ was considered as a failure to 
those who crucified him but to those who believed in Jesus was a 
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victory. The resurrection of Jesus Christ was the victory over all 
worldly powers. Here, I would like to share two points. 
1. Resurrection of Jesus Christ is the victory over the powers of 
enemies. 
In Colossians 2: 15 St. Paul said that “He disarmed the rulers and 
authorities and put them to open same by triumphing over them in 
him.  Satan, sin and death are the main enemies to all human beings 
and especially to Christians. All these enemies were nailed down to 
the cross and declared victory over them. The victory of Israelites 
followed by the death of Egyptians in the Red sea is a pre- figure of 
the victory won on Calvary over the powers of Satan sin and death. 
Cross is the sign of reconciliation, abolishing the enmity between 
man and God, man and man, man and nature breaking the walls of 
separation and making a new humanity in Christ.  So we are no more 
under the satanic plots, we have Jesus with us to make us triumph 
over sin and Satan. 
2. Resurrection of Jesus Christ is the victory over powers of evil.              
In the book of Colossians 3:1-11, St. Paul explains the list of evil 
passions which govern all people in this world. When we analyze the 
life span of Jesus from the divine birth to crucifixion. We can 
understand that Jesus confront a lot evil powers. Evil forces attacked 
Jesus through Herod, Scribes, Pharisees, Jewish high Priests and 
Roman soldiers but Jesus never failed before these evil forces. 
Finally his resurrection clearly proved his victory over these evil 
powers of the world. St. Paul’s suggestion is that to put on risen 
Christ just as we put on clothes. Christ through his death and 
resurrection has set a model for us to lead a new life. 
As we celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ, let us be thankful to 
God for sending his son Jesus Christ to redeem and set us free. Let 
us try to live in the risen Lord and to experience Christ. May the God 
help us to understand the meaning of passion and resurrection of our 
Saviour Jesus Christ.
