Jesus Christ worked among a community that believed and
considered sin to be the cause of illness.The position of the one who was
marked as a sinner was outside society. However, in the Gospels, we see
Jesus embracing those who are afflicted.We know many who stand in fear
before the unexpected events in life. However, there are also those who, with
faith and hope, confront their weaknesses alongwith God. The stories of
those who have faced adverse circumstances and achieved success in life are
truly inspiring to us. Beethoven (1798), who was a world-renowned musician,
was a person with hearing limitations. Wilma Rudolph, who won multiple
medals at the 1960 Rome Olympics, was someone who overcame childhood
polio.

"Through birth, accidents, and unforeseen circumstances, those who face
limitations in life are the ones we refer to as differently-abled."

"People with disabilities, those with chronic illnesses, the hearing impaired,
the visually impaired, those bedridden due to severe illness or accidents,
individuals with intellectual disabilities, and those with multiple disabilities,
etc., are included in this category. We can classify people with physical
limitations into two groups:

1) Those who are unable to achieve any level of improvement despite
treatment. This group mainly consists of individuals who have lost all hope
regarding life.

2) Those who can return to health through proper treatment.
Through specific treatment methods, it is now possible to regain hearing and
vision, as well as achieve complete recovery from various chronic ilinesses.



The role of the church in this area.

The institutions run under the church, such as hospitals, care centers,
associated care homes, schools for the blind and deaf, colleges, polio homes,
and old age homes, are aimed at the welfare of such individuals.

It is the church's duty and responsibility to care for those facing various
disabilities in life, to pray for them, and to assist them. In all of this, it is also
our duty to recognize and assess not just the evils but also the aspects of
goodness, and to correct them. Ensuring the liberation, joy, and well-being of
everyone is the experience of the Kingdom of God. We pray that the Lord will
help us for that.
